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2026-2027 Boarding Tuition and Fees

Application Fee

There is a $50 fee for submitting an application for admission.

Enrollment/Re-enrollment Fee

A non-refundable annual fee of $450 is due at the time of enrollment for new domestic students and re-
enrollment for returning domestic students. This fee will increase to $550 after the re-enrollment
deadline.

Tuition

All payments for domestic students will be handled though FACTS. Payments will be automatically
debited from your checking/savings account or charged to your credit card based on the payment plan
you choose during the enrollment/re-enrollment process. If you choose the monthly payment plan, the
payments will be spread out over a 9 month period of August — April.

International tuition must be paid in full by wire transfer before embassy documents are issued, along

with a $350 I-901 Fee and a $15 incoming wire fee.

Multiple Child Tuition Discounts
Full Tuition is paid for the child in the lowest grade level. A 10% discount is given on tuition to each
additional sibling that enrolls.
Transportation Expenses
A transportation fee is incurred each time Oneida Baptist Institute picks up my child at the Lexington,
Kentucky airport or takes my child to the Lexington, Kentucky airport. If transported by bus, the fee is
$75. If transported by van or car, the fee is $175. The $175 fee will be divided by the number of students
being transported in the van or car, but with a minimum charge of $75.
Break Fees

e Thanksgiving Break - There will be a $200 fee if my student remains on campus for the 4 day

Thanksgiving break. If a student lives within 4 hours of campus, Thanksgiving Break is a

required break.



7. Miscellaneaous Dorm Fees
e There will be a $50 fee for food left in dorm over break that is not in an airtight container.
e Any damages to the dorm caused by a student will be charged to the student’s account.
e There will be a $5 fee to replace a lost dorm key.
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2026-2027 Student Fees for all Students

All student accounts must have a $0 balance to have records released to another school, participate in

graduation, or receive transcripts. A student’s records will be held until all financial obligations are met.

1. Books
Books are provided for all students, however in some cases a student may be required to purchase a
book for an AP or dual credit course. If a student loses a book belonging to the school, the student will
be required to pay for the cost of the book

2. Field Trips
When a class goes on a field trip a fee will be assessed based on the trip and the parent/guardian will be
notified what the amount of the fee is. The Senior Class trip fee is $100.

3. ACT/SAT/AP Testing
Parent/Guardians are responsible for testing fees

4. Graduation Fee
The graduation fee for seniors is $100 and covers the student’s cap and gown.

5. Athletic Costs
Parent/Guardians will be responsible for accessory/equipment fees such as cleats, caps, warm-up suits,
team shoes, team spirit wear, etc. if the student plays a sport. Oneida Baptist Institute encourages the
coaches to keep cost under $75 per sport per season.

6. Returned Check Fee
A fee of $25 will be charged for all returned checks.
